Year 2 — Wrens and Woodpeckers
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Maths

We will be focusing on both the multiplication
and division of 2, 5 and 10. We will look at
different ways of sharing, including sharing and
grouping before covering division by 2, 5 and
10. Pupils will also investigate links between
multiplication and division and odd and even
numbers.

Have a look at the super six for some amazing
home learning ideas! This way or that way? Where
should we go? Up to the local shops or down to
the playing fields? Let’s learn about our local
community, looking at houses old and new and
finding out how our streets have changed since
our mums and dads were young. Perhaps your
granny or grandpa went to your school or maybe
they worked in the baker’s shop? Make maps and
plans of the streets around us, planning our
routes. What can you see? What can we find?
Whereabouts do you live? Do you know your
address? Find out how to write instructions,
directions, adverts and learn rhymes all about our
community from different times. When the Lord
Mayor writes and asks us to help make our street a
better place, it’'s time to get your thinking caps on
and paintbrushes at the ready. Ready to roll, Street
Detectives? Get your clipboards and cameras —it’s
time to start investigating.

Spelling/Phonics/Grammar

We will be learning more spelling rules which
we can use in our English writing. The children
will be tested on their spellings every week.

Science

In science we will be identifying and comparing the
suitability of a variety of everyday materials,
including wood, metal, plastic, glass, brick, rock,
paper and cardboard for particular uses.

Geography

In geography we will use simple fieldwork and
observational skills to study the geography of our
school and its grounds and the key human and
physical features of its surrounding environment.
Computing

We will learn to recognise that different devices
can be used to capture photographs and we will
gain experience capturing, editing, and improving
photos. Finally, we will use this knowledge to
recognise that images we see may not be real.
Music

We will be continuing to learn read simple rhythm
notation, and to sing using ‘soh’ ‘mi’ pitches. We
will be learning Christmas songs and listening to
festive music from around the world.

D&T

In DT we are looking at mechanisms and we will
design, make and evaluate a carnival float to
recreate our town carnival.

PE

In P.E. this term, children will be learning to throw,
catch and bounce various sized balls. They will also
learn basic leadership skills by sharing their own
ideas and listening to the ideas of others.

PSHE

In PSHE we will thinking about who we are and
what makes us who we are. We will also be
thinking about how we make others feel and what
is an act of kindness.

RE

We are learning to reflect on the Christmas story
and the reasons for Jesus’s birth.
